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Basic functions
Install a SIM and optional memory card
1.	 Locate the cover release slot and remove the back cover.

Note: microSD card sold seperately.
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2.	Slide the SIM card into the card slot until it is secured.
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3.	Slide the memory card into the card slot until it is secured.
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4.	Insert the battery, making sure to align the gold contacts and press down.
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Caution: Devices with accessible compartments or ports should be sealed or closed tightly to prevent 
liquid from entering the device.

5.	Position the back cover over the battery compartment and press down.  
Firmly seal the battery cover to ensure protection against humidity and water.
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Charge the device

Before turning on your device, charge it 
fully. 
Your device comes with a charger and a USB 
cable. Plug the smaller end of the cable into 
the USB/charger port on your device and 
the larger end into the charging head.  
Then plug the charger into an electrical 
outlet.
